      Essay.  Applicant must provide a 2 to 4 page, double-spaced essay on the following essay topic:
With rapid expansion and growth on the east coast, South Carolina may encounter some of the same challenges the west coast is currently experiencing -- including, but not limited to, shortage of truck drivers, shortage of chassis, and port congestion, and infrastructure deficiencies.  Identify a challenge that the west coast is currently facing to examine and analyze.  What lessons should South Carolina learn from the west coast?  How can South Carolina prevent the same problems or challenges from emerging on the east coast (i.e. rail, alternative modes of transportation, construction)?  What should South Carolina do to ensure the issues do not impact the grown of trade in South Carolina?  

The essay is weighted 50% of the total score; scoring will focus on content, responsiveness to the topic, analytical capability, originality, grammar, spelling, and neatness.
